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This is the perfect indoor/outdoor autumn accessory. No more scarves coming 

undone or drafts giving your neck the shivers. It knits up in no time, and you can add a 
button or simply pin it closed with a brooch or pin.Its simple shape wraps your neck in 
comfortable warmth.
     

MATERIALS:
•1 pair US 5 (or needles to achieve gauge) circular (at least 14" long) or straight needles  
•50 grams of  a DK weight yarn (this pattern used Koigu Kersti Crepe Merino)
•Buttons: either 1 or 1/2 inch in diameter
•Darning needle
 
GAUGE:
24 stitches per 4 inches, 42 rows per 4 inches 

Note: This piece does not really require swatching. It is one size fits most. The above 
measurement of  yarn does not include yarn for swatching so if  you plan on making a swatch 
you will need more yarn.

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Directions
FOR SINGLE BUTTON On row 18: slip 1, K2 cast off  three stitches and continue the row as directed below, starting with the lace insert. On the next row when you get 
back to the cast off  stitches, turn the work, cast three stitches back on, turn the work again and continue knitting following the directions.
FOR TWO BUTTONS Repeat the directions for one buttonhole but do it on rows 16 & 34. 
FOR THREE BUTTONS Repeat the directions for one buttonhole but do it on rows 8, 24 & 34.  
FOR FIVE LITTLE BUTTONS (recommended) Do not make buttonholes, however use the five holes made by the yarn-overs along the outer edge of  the scarflette. 

CAST ON 94 STITCHES

ROW 1: (RS)K1,P1 to end

ROW 2: (WS)SL1,K/P & P/K TO END

ROW 3: (RS)SL1,K3 *[YO,K3,SL1,K1,PSSO,P5,K2TOG,K3,YO] K3* REPEAT DIRECTIONS BETWEEN * * TO LAST 3 STS, YO, K3

ROW 4: (WS)SL1, K/K & P/P 

ROW 5: (RS)SL1,K4*[YO,K3,SL1,K1,PSSO,P3,K2TOG,K3,YO] K5* REPEAT ** TO LAST 4 STITCHES, YO, K4

ROW 6: (WS)SL1, K/K & P/P 

ROW 7: (RS)SL1,K5 *[YO,K3,SL1,K1,PSSO,P1,K2TOG,K3,YO] K7* REPEAT ** TO LAST 5 STITCHES,YO, K5

ROW 8: (WS)SL1, K/K & P/P 

ROW 9: (RS)SL1,K6 *[YO,K3,SL1,K2TOG,PSSO,K3,YO] K9* REPEAT ** TO LAST 6 STITCHES,K6

ROW 10: (WS)SL1,PURL TO END

ROWS 11-26: REPEAT ROWS 3-10 TWO MORE TIMES FOR A TOTAL OF THREE LACE REPEATS (94 STITCHES)

INCREASE ROWS

ROW 27: (RS)SL1,K3 *[YO,K3,SL1,K1,PSSO,P5,K2TOG,K3,YO] K1 {YO,K1,YO} K1* REPEAT ** TO LAST 3 STITCHES, YO, K3 (102 STS)

ROW 28: (WS)SL1, K/K & P/P

ROW 30: (RS)SL1,K4 *[YO,K3,SL1,K1,PSSO,P3,K2TOG,K3,YO] K2 {YO,K3,YO} K2* REPEAT ** TO LAST 4 STITCHES, YO, K4 (110 STS)

ROW 31: (WS)SL1, K/K & P/P

ROW 32: (RS)SL1,K5 *[YO,K3,SL1,K1,PSSO,P1,K2TOG,K3,YO] K3 {YO,K5,YO} K3* REPEAT ** TO LAST 6 STITCHES,K6 (118 STS)

ROW 33: (WS)SL1, K/K & P/P

ROW 34: (RS)SL1,K6 *[YO,K3,SL1,K2TOG,PSSO,K3,YO] K4 {YO,K7,YO} K4* REPEAT ** TO LAST 7 STITCHES,K7 (126 STS)

ROW 35: (WS)SL1,PURL TO END 

ROW 36: (RS)SL1,K3 *[YO,K3,SL1,K1,PSSO,P5,K2TOG,K3,YO] K5 {YO,K1,YO} K5* REPEAT ** TO LAST 3 STITCHES, YO, K3 (134 STS)

ROW 37: (WS)SL1, K/K & P/P

ROW 38: (RS)SL1,K4 *[YO,K3,SL1,K1,PSSO,P3,K2TOG,K3,YO] K6 {YO,K3,YO} K6* REPEAT ** TO LAST 4 STITCHES, YO, K4 (142 STS)

ROW 39: (WS)SL1, K/K & P/P

ROW 40: (RS)SL1,K5 *[YO,K3,SL1,K1,PSSO,P1,K2TOG,K3,YO] K7 {YO,K5,YO} K7* REPEAT ** TO LAST 6 STITCHES,K6 (150 STS)

ROW 41: (WS)SL1, PURL TO END

ROW 42: (RS)SL1,K6 *[YO,K3,SL1,K2TOG,PSSO,K3,YO] K8 {YO,K7,YO} K8* REPEAT ** TO LAST 7 STITCHES,K7 (158 STS)

ROW 43: (WS)SL1,K1, P1 TO END    ROW 44: (RS)SL1, K/P & P/K TO END   ROW 45: (WS)SL1, K/P & P/K TO END 

ROW 46: (WS)CAST OFF PURLWISE, VERY LOOSELY 

BLOCK THE SCARFLETTE IF DESIRED, WEAVE IN ALL ENDS. USE BUTTON HOLE(S) TO FIND PLACEMENT FOR BUTTON(S) IF USING. SEW 
ON BUTTON(S) USING SOME LEFTOVER YARN.
